To an audience of 500 with over 40 attending for the first time.

With video, dance and a powerful narration, the audience was taken on a tour of the four ages of the world cycle.  Based on ‘The Voyagers’ and adapted by narrator BK Minal Patel it retold our story here on earth.   There was pin drop silence in the audience as everyone’s attention was captured as ‘a Golden Journey’ unfolded….

The Home, the world of light, the world of pure spirit, gave way to the ‘long and eventful’ story of the different periods of world history and states of consciousness that human beings expressed from the initial ‘way of loving that wrapped harmony around this seemingly human family’ in the ‘The Enchanted Kingdom of the Golden Age, when the earth was in virgin condition’.   Poetry, music and dance were created to express this happiness and beauty.  The eventual closure of paradise appeared, ‘though the inner light still shone its beauty through strong and dignified faces, somehow both like children and like wise and ancient elders.’ 
Then came the recognition that ‘inner need’ began to open up, as each soul’s power started to slip away, ‘and at times it was given away in return for a contract of needful love’. Yet this was the first time ‘their minds instinctively turned toward a higher being than themselves. Many dignitaries, including the Deputy Mayor of Harrow, Cllr Nizam Ismail, took part in a candle lighting ceremony.  The Deputy Mayor noted how ‘we are all one race, the human race’ and wished everyone a Happy Diwali. The Sikh representative of GB, Ranjit Singh and Secretary General of the Hindu Forum of GB, Bharti Tailor, both gave their blessings for Diwali and a Happy New Year.  And representing the Brahma Kumaris BK Ratan Thadani (Trustee) reminded all that at Diwali, traditionally there is the cleaning of the home, wrapping up the old accounts and celebrating the new and in the spiritual sense this means to light up the flame of the soul…just as a candle can light one to another so we can too as we share our inner light, and help others to light up too.
Sister Jaymini then addressed the audience with the following spiritual points:

· Each and every soul goes through a journey in time.

· The interim age, the Confluence Age, is the Age of Enlightenment which brings light to us now. 
· When we walk in the dark jungle and there is not a ray of light we feel fearful and there is worry and anxiety as to what will be the challenges along the path and what will happen to us.

· When we see a ray of light there is hope and a feeling that there is someone we can to to…..this is the feeling we generate at this period in time as we can see the way ahead.
· Diwali symbolises the light…..The time to rejoice then comes when we attain all the attainments in our life. 

· We can claim back the lost kingdom back when we discipline and control the five senses and the mind back.

· When the soul is naturally in control then we express our highest qualities in life.

· Life becomes perfect as a result of this inner power.

· Diwali is the time to start afresh and anew.

· Diwali is about Deepmala – the rosary of lights.

· We can all bring God’s light, love and blessings into our life.

· With the wealth of spiritual knowledge we can bring virtues and qualities into our life.

· Every soul has one or another quality and when this is used in life it becomes a speciality.

· Diwali brings everyone together as one family.
· When we see something good within others, spot it and let them know…this is like a powerful gift, one that stays with us.

· The Almighty brings gifts of knowledge and power to us.

· The time to share these and serve humanity is now.

· Spiritual power grows and is sustained through remembering the eternal relationship with the Supreme Soul

· This remembrance finishes off all weaknesses and defects within the soul.

· When we connect the yoga of our intellects with God, then we are able to pass on this light to others.
